What was
once normal — two parents, father employed, mother at home, stable financial situation — is now exceptional.
Today, half of all marriages end in failure, and about half of all children spend several years in a single-
parent family. Some mothers never marry again, some parents lose husband or wife through death, and some
single women and men adopt children.
